Attendance data
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There have been articles about student attendance each month. This month we would like to
highlight some statistical data. The graph above shows how likely a students is to graduate from
high school based on how much school they attend. For example, a student that attends school
95% or more of the time has a 92% chance of graduating on-time. The less a student attends
school, the lower the success rate.

Attendance is a key indicator to student success. We review student attendance regularly and will
be sending notifications to families for any students that are considered Chronically Absent
(missing more than 15% of school so far) and what the implications may be for their school
programming.
